1 Operation

m Turn the knob clockwise to increase brightness.
m Turn the knob anticlockwise to decrease brightness.

m Over-temperature protection: If the dimmer gets too hot [due to overloading or insufficient de-rating), the lamp brightness is
automatically reduced. After the dimmer cools down, normal operation is automatically resumed. Be sure to correct the cause of
the high temperature.

4  Setting Minimum Brightness

m The minimum brightness can be set before the knob is put into place.

m When the unit is wired and mounted as required, switch on the power.

Slot m Turn the potentiometer carefully by hand until the desired minimum
brightness is obtained.

m Insert the knob so that the “tongue” on the knob lines up with the slot

on the dimmer.
m Once inserted, the knob cannot be turned any further anticlockwise.
